Q – How can a writer’s failure to properly integrate sources and citations impact the way a reader perceives their credibility and the overall quality of their work?

Q – “Prepare, quote, analyze.” This quote stood out to me because it outlined a structured approach to integrating quotations into a piece of writing. By preparing the reader for the quote, providing the quote, and then analyzing it for the reader, a writer can ensure that the quotation is clearly integrated into the writing. C – One thing that I might change about my writing after the reading is the way I structure my quotes. The concept of “Armadillo Roadkill,” where a quote is abruptly placed into a piece of writing, highlighted this issue to me. I will now use what I have learned in my future writing to create clearer work.
